· Containers and Rubbish left at the Bottle Bank – That an article be placed in the Village Newsletter advising residents that if the facility continues to be abused the Bottle Banks will be removed and encouraging residents to note and report car registration numbers of any persons seen leaving empty containers or rubbish at the site.
· Salt bins – The salt is provided for community use i.e. salting roads and paths dangerous locations and not for personal use
· Community Pay Back – A Member referred to the report in the Parish News for November 2009 regarding the scheme operated by Humberside Probation Trust and suggested that enquiries be made as to whether the scheme could be used for the improvement of the access to and the fence around the Memorial Wood, and possible clearing overgrowth in the field at the back of the playing field. It was agreed that the matter be pursued with the Trust.
· Parish Councillors Xmas Dinner – Members thanked Councillors Dunning and Swann for the excellent arrangements made.
· Toucan Crossing – It was reported that the crossing signal was operating randomly. It was agreed to refer the matter to East Riding Council.
