DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS – There were no declarations

CHAIRMAN'S ANNOUNCEMENTS – The Chairman referred to the recent Sports Day and congratulated the organisers of the event.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – No requests had been received.

MINUTES - Resolved – That the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on           2nd June 2009 having been printed and previously circulated be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.



MATTERS ARISING

84. 
Grant Application – Walkington Pre-School – Further to Minute 49 it was reported that the Playing Fields Association had informed the Council that the Pre-School Group had met all the criteria for the funding from Sure Start; that a builder had been appointed and it was hoped that the work would begin on 25th July 2009. The PFA aimed to write a business plan to show how it is trying to guarantee itself a better income so as to be able to reinvest in the site. Fundamental to that were the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) and changing rooms which would be rented out to teams and clubs. As reported in the following item (Minute 50) those plans had been put back following the rejection of the grant application by WREN.

Walkington Playing Fields Improvement Plans – Update - Further to Minute 50 it was reported that the Playing Fields Association had informed the Council that it had been unsuccessful in its application for a grant of £20,000 from WREN. The PFA had been awarded £35,000 from East Riding Council for the play park and discussions were taking place with the Advisor from the Big Lottery Changing Spaces Fund regarding the proposed scheme. As reported in Minute 84 above the PFA was aiming to prepare a business plan and intended to keep the Parish Council informed and to present the business plan as soon as it was ready.

Routine Matters - Drain from White Lodge Cottage to the Whiting Works – Further to Minute 53 it was reported that a response was awaited from East Riding.

Annual Return and Annual Governance Statement - Further to Minute 55 a copy of the original invoices had now been received and placed with the accounts for 2008/09. Confirmation had also been received from the Council’s insurers that the Fidelity Guarantee had been increased to £50,000.

Bottle Bank – Broadgates – Further to Minute 58 it was confirmed that the Bottle Bank facility had now been provided at the car park.

Parish Paths Partnership 2009/10 – Further to Minute 66 it was reported that a payment of £810.00 had now been received from East Riding Council’s Footpaths Section in respect of the cost of the 3 cuts of the footpath network in the parish during the 2009/10 growing season.

Routine Matters - Need for ‘Stop’ Sign at top of Kirk Lane – Further to Minute 66 it was reported that East Riding Council had suggested that a ‘Stop’ sign was not warranted. 

Resolved – That East Riding Council be informed that there have been a series of near misses at the junction and that the Parish Council still feels that a sign is necessary in the interests of road safety, and that as a minimum the existing faded double white lines should be re-painted.

Routine Matters - Stone Village Signs – Further to Minute 66 Members thanked Councillor Dixon for arranging the provision of flower troughs in front of the 2 new stone signs.

Routine Matters - Broadgates Bus Shelter – Vandalised Perspex Panel – Further to Minute 66 it was reported that that the company that had supplied the bus shelter no longer existed. 

Resolved – (a) That it be noted that Councillor Dixon has kindly offered to attend to this matter, and (b) that East Riding Council be reminded that the vandalised bus stop sign has not yet been replaced.

Routine Matters - Broadgates Playing Field – Further to Minute 66 the response received from East Riding Council was reported orally. Members were reminded that whilst the Broadgates Playing Field was owned by East Riding Council the land had been leased to Mill Lane Football Club. 

Resolved – That this matter be looked at during the Parish Council walkabout on the rising of this meeting and that further representations be made to East Riding Council regarding the shrubs overhanging the footway and the cutting of the grass alongside the footpath and around the perimeter of the football pitch.

Routine Matters - Litter Prosecutions – Further to Minute 66 a response was still awaited from East Riding Council.

EAST RIDING COUNCIL MATTERS

Tackling Anti Social Behaviour in Our Community – Six Monthly Update – A paper was submitted setting out the work undertaken by the East Riding Anti Social Behaviour Team in Beverley Rural Ward, including Walkington. Further reports would be received on a six monthly basis.

Resolved – That the report be noted.
96.
Impact of Changes and Flood and Coastal Risk Management on Rural Communities – A letter dated 26 June 2009 from the Chief Executive, East Riding Council was submitted inviting Parish Councils to submit views to the Environment Agency regarding the six Catchment Flood Management Plans (CFMPs) which would affect the East Riding and the Agency’s proposals to withdraw the maintenance of flood defences in rural areas. A draft letter was submitted for consideration. A Member expressed concern that the Environment Agency’s proposals, if implemented, could have a serious affect on one of the areas greatest assets, its Grade 1 agricultural land, and that if that was flooded by seawater it would be lost to agricultural use. The Agency’s proposals could also result in substantial tracts of other agricultural land being affected by floods due to the withdrawal of maintenance of flood defences. It was suggested that representations should also be sent to the Department for Farming and Rural Affairs (DEFRA).

Resolved – (a) That a letter be sent to the Environment Agency supporting the concerns submitted by East Riding Council and requesting that this Council should be formally consulted on any proposals that could have an affect on this parish in terms of increasing the likelihood of flooding, and (b) that a letter be also sent to DEFRA urging that it uses its best endeavours to make the Environment Agency aware of the importance of the farming industry to this country and to ensure that the views of the farming community and local residents are properly taken into account.

Electronic Consultation on Planning Applications – East Riding Council had invited the Council’s views on proposals to extend electronic consultation on planning applications to parish and town councils.

Resolved – That East Riding Council be informed that Members feel strongly that the Parish Council should continue to receive a hard copy of planning application consultation documents.

Emergency Planning DVD – Final Version – It was reported that Members who attended the meeting to update residents on the Parish Emergency Plan held in the Village Hall on 23rd June 2009 have already viewed the DVD, although only 2 residents had taken the opportunity to attend. With the permission of the Emergency Planning Service the DVD had been copied for circulation amongst those Members who have not seen the DVD. A discussion ensued regarding matters that had arisen from the sections of the DVD dealing with the operation of an emergency shelter and the Emergency Plan Team. Those matters included access to a telephone land line and computer/fax facilities. Councillor Thompson reported that he intended to convene a meeting of the Village Community Safety Working Group in September to discuss matters arising from the DVD.

Resolved – That the report be noted.

Mobile Library – Further to Minute 16 of the meeting held on 5th May 2009 a response had been received from East Riding Council indicating that it was looking at the best means of delivering the service to the village, given the difficulties that were currently being experienced. An update would be supplied as soon as possible.
