CHAIR – In the absence of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman (Councillor Dunning) took the Chair.

DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS – Councillor Dunning declared an interest in Minute 121 in that he was related to the owners of one of the properties who had expressed concern about noise disturbance. Councillors Dunning and Hearne also declared an interest in Minutes 145 and 146 in their capacity as representatives of the Parish Council on the School Hall Management Committee.

CHAIRMAN'S ANNOUNCEMENTS – The Chairman expressed thanks to Councillor   Mrs Acum and her friends and supporters for doing such a good job in decorating the Pavilion. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Noise disturbance emanating from an event at The Barn House – Letters were submitted from the occupiers of three properties in the vicinity of The Barn House expressing concern at the noise disturbance at a recent event. Six residents were present at the meeting and at the invitation of the Chairman addressed the Council regarding their concerns. The Clerk advised Members that the licensing of entertainment activities at the premises was the responsibility of East Riding Council’s Licensing Section in consultation with Humberside Police (Licensing Section) and that the control of noise nuisance was the responsibility of East Riding Council (Environmental Health Section) and therefore it was important that the matters were raised direct with those bodies. The Clerk also advised that it was important that residents maintained a log of incidents for supply to the licensing authorities in support of their concerns in the event that there should be similar incidents in the future. Residents confirmed that they had already contacted East Riding Council about the matter and also the owner of the property. Members supported the concerns about noise disturbance and also commented on the parking difficulties that had arisen in the area.
