DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS – There were no declarations.

CHAIRMAN'S ANNOUNCEMENTS – The Chairman on behalf of Members congratulated Mrs C Acum and the other members of the Walkington Playing Field Association’s Funding Team upon their success in being awarded a grant of £49,999 from Groundwork Community Spaces (part of the National Lottery Fund) towards the refurbishment of the children’s play area by the 31st March 2010. 

The Chairman also reminded Members that they had received an invitation from Walkington Methodist Church to an Open Afternoon on 6th December 2009 to view the building work and alterations providing access for all.
The Chairman also reported the receipt of a letter dated 1st December 2009 setting out the views of members of the Pond Committee regarding the new pathway alongside the pond and the problems of water standing on the highway adjoining the pathway.

COMMUNITY SAFETY MATTERS – No representatives of the Police were present and no crime statistics had been received since the last meeting.  Further to Minute 202 Members reported orally following their participation in a speed mentoring event on Beverley Road. A Member reported that he thought that the Police might have reported the outcome of the speed monitoring to the Parish Council and also that it would be helpful if the Council could receive regular monthly reports of incidents within the parish.



Resolved – That the views now reported be brought to the attention of the Police.

Inconsiderate Parking in Megson Way on Bonfire Night – It was reported that a letter had been received from a resident enclosing correspondence sent to Humberside Police and Beverley Lions complaining about the problems caused by inconsiderate parking in Megson Way by people going to view the fireworks display on Beverley Westwood.  The Police had since indicated that they would be discussing the situation with the organisers to make sure that the problems would not be repeated next year. A Member referred to Minute195 and reminded Members that they had discussed difficulties at peak school periods caused by parked vehicles in Crake Wells and Waudby Close.  It was suggested that the problem had become so bad lately that the time had come for the Police to be asked to issue Fixed Penalty Notices in order to ensure more responsible parking.

EAST RIDING COUNCIL MATTERS: 

236.

Street Trading Policy – Consultation – A letter was submitted from East Riding Council inviting comments on a draft street trading policy by 31st December 2009. Members expressed concern regarding Part 5 of the policy dealing with ‘Trading on Private Land’ and suggested that if the policy was approved it could have consequences for a wide range of village fund raising activities i.e. car boot sales, garage sales, open gardens or even placing a table outside the Village Hall or alongside the pond.

Resolved – That a letter be sent provisionally objecting to Part 5 of the policy pending clarification of its application to village activities.
237.
Planning Decisions – Further to Minute 207 details were submitted of the recent decisions in respect of planning applications relating to land at 81 Court Oak, East End and     93 East End which Members considered showed some inconsistency by the Planning Authority. The Clerk reported that Planning Officers had recommended refusal of both applications, as had the Parish Council, but that when the applications were submitted to the Eastern Area Planning Sub-Committee, Councillors decided to uphold the Officer’s advice in respect of        81 Court Oak but decided to ignore that advice and grant permission in respect of 93 East End.

Resolved – That a letter be sent to the three Ward Members asking that they request a response from the Chairman of the Planning Committee as to the apparent inconsistency in the way in which the two planning applications were dealt with and an explanation as to the grounds for Councillors going against the recommendation of the Planning Officer and the objections of this Parish Council in granting the application relating to land at 93 East End.

ENVIRONMENT AGENCY – DRAFT RIVER HULL FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT STRATEGY – A letter was submitted from the Environment Agency enclosing Fact Sheets explaining the draft River Hull Flood Risk Management Strategy and recent work that the Agency has been doing. The Agency had asked for any issues or concerns to be forwarded to it by 18 December 2009. The Agency proposed to hold a series of public drop-in events in late January 2010. Councillor Thomson reported that he had attended a recent meeting of the East Riding Flood Group when there had been a lot of disquiet expressed about the proposed flooding of agricultural land.

Mill Garage, Mill Lane – Erection of 4 Live Work Units and Construction of 4 Wind Turbines following Demolition of Industrial Buildings and Construction of New Footpath to Village (Ref 09/03961)

	(a) That the Parish Council supports the concept of the proposed development but would make the following comments:

(i) The Council has reservations about the height of the vertical turbines but would not welcome horizontal turbines. The Council suggests that further investigation should be carried out into the commercial availability of smaller diameter vertical turbines as they would lessen the visual impact. It is suggested that one mature tree should be planted between each turbine within the proposed planting alongside the access road to minimise the visual impact of the turbines.


(ii) The Parish Council would like to be re-assured by the highway authority that the access road meets highway standards in terms of visibility and the safety of private vehicles (as opposed to existing agricultural vehicles and lorries) entering and leaving the access road at all times of day or night, as the Council has real concerns about the speed of vehicles along Coppleflat Lane. Visibility should be maintained at all times.


(iii) The Parish Council would question the necessity for a footpath alongside Coppleflat Lane as the type of development proposed is unlikely to generate considerable footpath useage and also has concern about the speed of traffic along this unlit road and the proximity of the footpath to the highway due to the narrowness of the verge.  

(b) The Parish Council request that the application is referred to the Eastern Area Planning Sub-Committee for determination.
