DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS – There were no declarations.

CHAIRMAN'S ANNOUNCEMENTS – The Chairman reported that the Walkington Playing Fields Youth Group Members had been successful in their bid to East Riding Council for funding for the provision of a Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) on the playing fields the and had been awarded £28,400. On behalf of Members he congratulated the Group and all those involved on the magnificent achievement.
The Chairman referred to the recent erection of gates across the entrance to Broadgates car park where the recycling bins were situated. Following a brief discussion it was agreed that a notice should be published in the Village Newsletter confirming that the recycling bins could still be accessed.

The Chairman also reported the receipt of a letter from D&S Retail Group indicating that it had a fund to donate within the Walkington Community and asking whether the Council could suggest a worthwhile cause. It was agreed that the Group be informed that the Walkington Playing Fields Youth Group is in need of further funding in connection with its Multi Use Games Area scheme.
