Resolved that the minutes of the meeting of the Committee held on 6th June 2006 be confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

IMPROVEMENTS AT POND

99.
Details were submitted of a quotation submitted by Simon Wride Homes for the provision of the following works at the western end of the pond:

· Remove existing flagstones and lay York Stone slabs to the area adjacent to the pond to create a retaining kerb; block paving in an old world tumbled effect to the remaining area but incorporating a pathway replicating the long jump in York Stone
· Replace bollards with oak ones

· Remove existing small island in pond and replace with new island constructed of concrete drainage rings, filled with stone and topped off with soil;

· Construct arbour seat with tiled roof

· Provide York Stone planter

The Committee considered the proposals and the way in which the area might be laid out. The existing seat would need to be removed before the works were carried out. It was possible that this seat might be located at the eastern end of the pond.
Resolved (a) that the quotation from Simon Wride Homes in the sum of £8,974 be accepted subject to confirmation of the following issues:


(1)
the price is fixed regardless of what might be found when the flagstones are lifted;


(2)
a sketch to be supplied showing the location of the arbour, planter and long jump path;


(3)
the use of tannelised timber and post in sockets;

(b) that a meeting of this Committee be held immediately before the next Council meeting to confirm the above issues.

DONATION

It was reported that the Walkington Village Hall Committee had offered a donation in the region of £1,000 to be used for the provision of village name boards on the approaches to the village along the main street.

Resolved (a) that the Village Hall Committee be thanked for their offer;

(b) that a rough estimate be obtained of the cost of building two York Stone “walls” to accommodate the village name on East End and West End;
(c) that East Riding Council be asked for their views on the location of the name boards.

TOWNEND PIT – LAYING OF HEDGE

It was reported that Bishop Burton College no longer carried out outside work and were therefore not able to assist with the laying of the hedge at Townend Pit. Further possible solutions for this were being investigated.
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
